Apples, plums, & highbush blueberries need 2 varieties for pollination!! It is recommended for pears.

«10183 apple: Benton Red $25 3'%-6', ME Z4-6 Very tart winter apple. Good for everything. Midseason
bloom. Winter .

Good keeper.

«03003 pear: Patten $25 3)2to 6, Z3 Late summer pear-large, hardy, best quality available.

«03273 pie cherry: Garfield Plantation $25 3'2-6° ME Z3 Self-pollinating large dark red fruit. Expected to
bear heavy crops. Small tree.

«03310 peach: Contender $25 3%:-6° ME Z4-5 to the cold side. Bright red and yellow freestone fruit. Large,
round melting, aromatic yellow flesh

«03375 plum: American Plum Seedling $25 3%:-6', ME Z3 May be the best pollinator for hybrid plums.
Also produces decent 1” fruit.

«03389 plum: Black Ice $25 3':-6’ Z3 Large, early ripening, high quality, hardy blue-black dessert plum.
«03601 blueberries: Lowbush bndl of 10/$40 Z2 Considered by many the only “true” blueberry. Woodsy dry
poor acid soil is needed. Also a good ground cover. 2 yr. transplants. Bfr Dry

«03632 blueberries: Earliblue $13 12-30", ME Z4 Large to medium blue berries in loose clusters. First to
ripen on vigorous plants.

«03644 blueberries: Northland $13 12-30", ME Z3 Med-small dark berries, loose clusters. Grows to 3” &
hardy.

«03755 grape: Reliance Seedless $13 12-30” Z4-5 Large clusters good for fresh eating.

«03761 grape: Sipaska $13 1-2 yr vines Z3 very early blue-black grapes

suitable for juice & wine-also good for blending-rich,complex. Note symbols to help select wild-
+03828 raspberry: Polanda bndl of 10/ $25 Z4 Very early everbearing life and buffer plants more easily.

«03831 raspberry: Boyne Red bndl of 10/$25 Z3 Summer bearing tart flavored dark colored berry. Very hardy.
«03895 Thimbleberry $13 ME Z4 Flowering raspberry is more ornamental. Vigorous and likes shade. Birds

«07023 strawberry: Honeoye bndl of 50/$16 Z3-4 Large fruit with very long season. Very hardy.

«07096 asparagus Purple Passion bndl of 25/$20 Z4 Early with large purple stalks and white interior. Ten-
der stalks.

«06017 Scotch Heather $7 Z4 Evergreen spreadin groundcover w/ pink flowers in late summer. Grey-green
foliage turns bronze in fall. Flowers attract bees, butterflies & moths. Good for rock gardens, edging, etc.

«06029 American Cranberry bndl of 10/$20 ME Z2 Large deep red fruit on vigorous vines. Require light
acid soil. One clump will fill 5’ x 5’ bed. WId Bfr

«06444 Juneberry $14 4-66 ME Z2 Grows 4-6' Western Serviceberry is a compact shrub with fragrant white
flowers in spring. Dark blue berries in mid July. Prefers neutral soils and good sun, Wid Bfr

«07134 hops: Fuggle pkg of 3/$17 Z3 Old English hop from1886; earthy, used for finishing hops for
bittering and aroma in pale ales. Mild, pleasant, spicy, soft, woody.

«07137 hops: Nugget pkg of 3/$17 Z3 High-yielding, high alpha bittering hops for dark ales and lagers.

Very spicy herbal aroma. Ripens late August, early Sept in ME.

«05581 sweet elderberry: Jags $17 8-24”, ME Z3 Large, productive bush; large berries, fruit clusters See
below for 2" variety needed for pollination. Considered self-pollinating but may be better with two plants. wid Bfr
«05706 Highbush Cranberry: Wentworth $14 9-12” Z2 White flowers in May. Red-orange berries in late
summer. Good bird food but also used for preserves. Bright lime green leaves. Plant grows to 8-12’. Prefers rich
well drained soils. wid
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EVERGREEN & DECIDUOUS SHADE TREES

«06244 Norway Spruce bndl of 5/$14 9-18” ME Z2 Fast growing to 80’. Wide-spreading upright with graceful
long branches that often reach to the ground. Showy 4-6” cones.

«06247 Colorado Blue Spruce bndl of 5/$14 ME Z2 9-18”" This tree grows 30-60' and can be used as a
screen. Does not tolerate wet soils. Blue hue won't appear for several years. Improve blue color by adding ni-
trogen in the spring.

«06376 Arborvitae (E. White Cedar) bndl of 5/$14 9-18", ME Z2 This narrow tree grows 20'- 60'. Arborvi-
tae thrives in rich moist & marshy soils. Good for screens & hedges but very slow growing and deer like it. Bfr
«06078 Sugar Maple $18 3-5’, Z3 Largest of the maples native to Maine, and is valued for its shade, syrup
and lumber. Shade tolerant. Prefers moist, well-drained soils. Sensitive to salt and air pollutions, not a good city
tree.

«06090 River or Red Birch $16 3-4’, Z4 Grows to 60’.Reddish brown exfoliating bark. Becomes yellow in
fall. wt

«06323 Bur Oak $25 2-3' Z3 Hardiest of white oaks with massive trunk and spreading crown. Bark is heavily
grooved and rugged looking. 1-2’ acorns. Tolerates clay soils. An urban tolerant tree. Grows to 75'.

«06340 Black Locust bndl of 5/$16 1-3' Z3 Grows to 40’. Fast growing nitrogen-fixing tree which will develop
thickets from seed and suckers. Don’t plant in or near pastures. Adaptable and very tough. wt

«06159 Gingko $16 2-3' Z3 May be oldest living genus of seed plant. Dates from the dinosaurs. Once started
minimal maintenance. Good urban tree. Grows to 70. These are unsexed seedlings.

«06230 Red Mulberry 3/$15 12-18" Z/4-5 Tall open native tree w/ blackberry-like fruit ripe in midsummer, suit-
able for pies, smoothies, eating fresh, etc. Large, attractive deep green foliage turns yellow in fall. Need plenty
of room to spread. Birds love the fruit too. wid

«06494 Crimson Cloud Hawthorn $23 3-4’, Z4 Grows to 20'. Rounded form with red flowers and deep dark
green leaves that resist leaf-spot. Very adaptable and attractive to wildlife. wid

«06386 Littleleaf Linden $14 24-30" ME Z3 Great shade tree with balanced shape. Fragrant yellowish flowers
attract bees.

«06590 Flame Willow $13, ME Z2 Small ornamental tree or shrub w/ stems that urn red to orange-red in win-
ter. Hardy in full sun. foliage turns yellow in fall. wt

«05116 Round-leaved Dogwood $15 18-36", ME Z3 Beautiful showy creamy-white flowers in flat clusters in
late spring. 6-10’ tree likes partial shade. Bfr. wid

«05663 Coralberry $13 12-22” ME Z4 Low growing, arching shrub grows 3-5' tall. Purplish-green flowers in
early summer are followed by purple-red berries that last until winter. wid

«06797 flowering crab: Mary Potter $25 3'2-6’, Z4 Apricot-white blooms-on low i.e. 15" but wide tree i.e. up
to 30’. wid

«06784 flowering crab: Louisa $25 3%-6', ME Z4 Weeping form. Rose-colored buds open to pink flowers.
Branches hang loosely to ground. wid

«05058 Black Chokeberry $12 12-30” ME Z3-4 Compact rounded form. White blooms in late spring. Green
foliage turns to wine-red foliage in fall.

«05066 Black Knight Butterfly Bush $13 ME Z4 Arching shrub w/4-6" dark purple fragrant flowers guaran-
teed to attract butterflies, bees & hummingbirds. Reblooms & likes full sun. wid

«05103 Ruby Spice Summersweet $11 1-2° ME Z3 Red buds & beautiful spires of heavenly scented deep
pink flowers 6 weeks in midsummer.

«05196 forsythia; Northern Gold $13 2-3' ME Z3 Tough plant, so it blooms above the snow line. Golden-
yellow flowers on 6-8' plant. Bfr

«05232 hydrangea: Twist & Shout $17 Z4 In acidic soils this is the blue flowering variety blooms on old
and new wood. Grows to 3-5'. Adaptable to soils but prefers it moist.

«05247 winterberry: Red Sprite $13 12-18”, ME Z4 3 x 4' dense compact holly. Deep green leaves retain
color. Profuse red berries last all winter. Excellent for wildlife. Great buffer! Needs male pollinator. See Jim
Dandy. wid Bfr Wt

«05249 winterberry: Jim Dandy $13 12-18", ME Z4 Male selection to pollinate female winterberry.
Grow to 4-5'. Bfr Wt Page 6

Z2 Very hardy shrub that the bees love.

«05541 Black Pussy Willow $11 ME Z4 12-15" Great wetland plant with distinctive purple, almost black cat-

kins in early spring. The flowers don't even look real they are so dark.

«05544 Hakuo Nishiki Dapples Willow $11 ME Z4 Highly ornamental pastel foliage. Rounded 3-5" form w/ ra-

diating branches. Colors best in full sun. Bfr. wt

«05751 Rosa Rugosa/Beach Rose bndl of 3/$18 2-3’ 2 yr. transplants, ME Z2 Vigorous spreading shrub, 4-
6’ tall. Fragrant flowers result in large red edible rose hips. Prune to control size. Likes full sun and drained soil

but is tolerant. Bfr

«05840 Ramblin’ Red rose $13 Z4-5 Best selling, bright red recurrent climber. Blooms in late spring thru

summer. Very hardy-neighbors will ask about it & will want one.

«05906 lilac: Miss Canada $14 2-3 yr plants, Z2 Masses of deep red buds followed by lovely fragrant pink
blossoms-one of the best of the unusual-blooms thru late season. Grows to 6-9'.

«05936 lilac: Krasavitzka Mosky $14 2-3 yr plants Z3 Dazzling lavendeer-pink bus open to double pink
shaded white flowers. Considered one of best creations by master hybridizers. Grows up to 12 x 8.

The success of your plants
is really up to you!

When you purchase and plant your
trees and shrubs, their success is
largely up to you. The plants are pretty
tough and resilient but you also have
responsibilities. We only provide brief
descriptions here. For more information
check a gardening publication or a good
plant sales catalogue. These plants are
all “bare root”. When you receive them,
most have already come out of dor-
mancy and begun to grow.
They need to be planted in soil, watered
regularly, and protected from harsh con-
ditions while they “heal in”. Water is
probably the most important factor. DO
NOT LET THEM DRY OUT!

«8442 sedum Razleberry pkg of 3/$11 Z3 Excellent as dried flowers; grows in hot dry places; requires little

maintenance; holds color into fall; fills in border or rock garden .Giant 9" flower heads on smoky-blue foliage.

«8512 Sunny Border Blue speedwell pkg of 3/$11 Blue flowers from early summer to autumn. Multiple erect

flower spikes. Plant forms a clump and is a good border plant.

«8521 Medicinal Collection pkg of 3 plants/$18 Collection consists of one each of three plants: echinacea,

butterfly weed, arnica. These are all designated on either the “at risk” or “to watch’lists by United Plan Savers.

«8632 Blue Vervain pkg of 2/$11 ME Z3 Tall [5-7’] branching flower spikes. Re-seeds very well.

«7510 Agri-gel 2 oz. packet $3 Crystals adhere to plant roots, absorb and hold water, reducing transplant

shock. Non-toxic. Single packet mixed with water will treat up to 100 cane plants or 50 trees and shrubs.

Take the time to select your own buffer plants based on your own particu-
lar needs. We have identified plants that would work best for riparian or
waterway buffers [Bfr]. We have also tried to identify plants that will
provide better food sources for wildlife or benefit pollinators like bees or
butterflies. We hope it helps you select the types of plants you are looking
for. Go online, check a good plant book, contact a local nursery or the
UMaine Extension office.

(suggestions are available). It is possible, but
not recommended to delay planting for a cou-

ple weeks.

Before selecting and purchasing plants it is important to know whether or not they are likely to sur-
vive. The Kennebec “Plant Hardiness” zones are 4 and 5 with the average minimum temperatures
ranging from -15° to -20°. Somerset is mostly zone 4 with minimum temperatures from -20 to -25.
While all the plants we offer are expected to survive in areas down to these temperatures; your area
may be special. Talk to a neighbor who gardens, Cooperative Extension, a local nursery, or a green-
house that deals in perennial plants. For a detailed map and more information on the Plant Hardi-
ness Zones of Maine you may want to visit a gardening center, contact your Cooperative Extension
office and ask for bulletin #2242, or go to their website at www.umext.maine.edu/onlinepubs/
PDFpubs/2242.pdf Or call us and we can send you one.

All plants are from Fedco in Clinton, ME. Many are grown by Maine growers (marked by an ME in their plant description)
and have been selected to provide the best chances of survival. Remember: consider the growing conditions in the site

where you plant. Consider the soils, wind exposure, direct sun, the surrounding plants and the
conditions needed to be healthy and hardy. Your attention to these factors has the greatest im-
pact on your plant’s survival. We can only do so much to protect and care for the plants. You

are most in control of the results.
